Powerhouse Employees Recognized

On July 7, 2009, approximately 100 gallons of brine solution overflowed from
the storage tank located south of the Powerhouse. The flow entered a nearby
culvert, but did not reach the storm drain. However, the brine solution flowed
back into the tank from the line feeding the process when the feed pump shut
off. It was determined that the check valve in the brine feed line failed,
allowing the solution to flow back into the tank. To prevent this from
happening again, a backflow preventer was installed. Because of their
outstanding response to the recent brinetank overflow, the Environmental
Department recently recognized Don Clark, Vince Meehan, and Danny Holly.

Float Trip Passes through RFAAP

The National Committee for the New River (NCNR) recently held its
second expedition down the 320-mile New River. The expedition
began July 20 in Watauga County, N.C., and concluded on August
14 near the New River's confluence near Fayetteville, WVA.

Believed by some to be the oldest river in North America and the
second oldest in the world (the Nile is believed to be the oldest),
geologists estimate the New River’s age at approximately 300
million years. The river begins as two streams on the western side
of the Blue Ridge Mountains in Watauga County, NC, at an
elevation of 4,850 feet. The North and South Forks converge in
Ashe County as the New River proper then flows north into Virginia
and loops back to tag North Carolina before continuing north into
Virginia and West Virginia, where it descends to 680 feet. The river
is 337 miles long with 8,970 miles of tributaries draining a 6,920
square mile basin.

In 1998, the New River was designated an American Heritage Lockard (Environmental).

River, one of only fourteen in the United States. The designation brings with it federally funded but community-
driven initiatives for protecting the river and for guiding sustainable growth in the watershed.

NCNR members, along with supporters, local residents, other New River enthusiasts, and RFAAP representatives
traveled together for the Route 114 to Whitethorne leg of the New River Expedition on August 6.
